Challenges in Language Teaching

At the teacher’s discretion, each student can  independently control the

playback of audio, fast forwarding through sections, setting “bookmarks”

for later review, and independently pausing their playback.

In previous years, one of the greatest challenges for a foreign language

teacher has been testing a student’s verbal comprehension and speaking

skills.  Teachers would literally have to take students one-at-a-time out

into the hallway with a tape recorder.  With a full class it could take days

to conduct every student’s test!
